Portland’s Property Tax
Rate Is Placed At $36

Portland's 1965 property tax
Tate  has been sei st 33680
cents more than last yeava,
and 19 cents less than azticl.|com|
.pated this year.

A tax levy order, Including
the 1965 rate, Is on the ageada
of Monday night's City Councll

" meeting. Councllors are expeci-
ed 1o approve it In short order.

The key In holding Lhis year's
1ale Jower than expected
34 million growth In valuation,
323 million higher, than the
elty thought 1t would be.

When preparing his budzet,
Oity Manager Graham W, Watt
estimated the 1965 valuation
would reach 3309 million.— &
moderate growth over 1964
33074 million.

THE COMPLICATED bud-
ness of setting Portland's tax
rate was oulllned Friday by Fi-

alcent. It was larxely due to the

something called the eity's “col«
lection experience.” This simply
means that Lhe cily, or any
city for that matter, never
mll«u all the taxes it has

ln Portland’s case, when the
books were closed last year, it
sppeared that $6.5 per cent of
all taxes had been collecled.
