After she
meets with Halla, she'll Teport at the nest
meeting of the full committee.

Although summer program here
‘was scheduled to handle about 70 preschool

children, the final number onrolled was
126, Halla sald he envisions a year-round
prgoram with about 150 puplls if it's Lme-
Ited to Portland.

1f the year-round program should be
undertaken on an Ares basls, through the
susgices of the Portland Regional Oppor=
tunity Program (PROP), Halla estimated
that as many =s 400 youngsters might be
involved,

In order to quallly for the program, &
child must come from s family with less
than $3.000 yearly Income. In some cases,
however, that figure can be flexible. Halla
sald one family with 14 childrcn and an
income of 34000, was conudered ta fall
within the acceptable range.

Mrs. Sumner Bernstetn, one of several
volunteers who mssisted in the summer

, told the school committee Mon-
day every effort should be made o rstabe
lish & year-round program here.

SHE SAID the culturally deprived chil-
dren enrolled in the program turned out to
be “as bright. as engaging and as capable
of jearning as any children I've met.”

But without the kind of helo provided
by a program such as Head Etart, these
children would enter formal achonoling with
two strikes sgainst them, Mri, Bernstein
sald.
